Art Class Descriptions

Art Explorers:  Pre-K to Kindergarten.  1 hour class.  Designed to prepare young children for art classes.  Students will develop large and fine motor skills necessary for drawing and painting realistically; will gain experience in how different art materials function, such as paint, clay, pastels and pencils.

Art Kids:  Grades 1-4.  1 hour class.  Designed to lay foundations for formal art instruction.  Students will develop spatial and fine motor skills necessary for drawing accurately; will learn perspective in shapes, color value, color mixing, theory, history; and work with pencils, charcoal, pastels, paints, clay and more.

Young Artists:  Grades 5-8.  1 hour class.  Designed to train visual and spatial awareness.  Students will also develop confidence in their skills and learn to challenge themselves in art by learning to draw, determine value, mix color and design a composition while working with pencils, charcoal, pastels, paints, acrylics, watercolor and clay.

Adult Artists:  HS to Adult.  1 hour class.  Designed to take students where they are and teach them the necessary skills needed from a beginning to advanced level; which may be by a structured “project” method of teaching.  Private art lessons are also available.

Dance Class Descriptions

Irish Dance 1:  Ages 4 and Up.  1 hour class.      As an introductory course in Irish Dance, students will learn the basic fundamentals and techniques of this dance form. You will be led through six of the first and oldest traditional dances of Ireland. Bring $2 for handouts to class. Class to be added at a later date.
Music Class Descriptions

Choir:  HS/Adult.  1.5 hour class.  This is a community choir/singing class.  Multi-cultural music.  Fun!  Everyone is welcome!  Contact Mr. Scott:  468-3230.  Accompanist needed. 
Dulcimer:  All Ages.  1 hour FREE class.  Designed to teach the fundamentals of the dulcimer (MD); to include tuning, strumming patterns, posture options, technique, tablature, chords and learning tunes.  Classes at this time are free on “Folk Night” (2nd and 4th Wednesday each month) at 6:00 pm, taught by Linda Engelmann.  Students must have their own instrument and music stand.  Some beginner books may be available at first class.

Ensemble Class:  HS to Adult.  1 hour class for strings.  Students must be able to sight read well.  No audition required.  Recital once per year.  Designed to improve technique, performance and listening skills.  Not for beginners.  Violin, viola, cello.

Flute:  Grade 5.  1 hour class.  Students enrolled in an ISD band program are encouraged to attend this Summer Class offered for 5th graders, which is designed to teach the fundamentals of the instrument to include posture, breath control, correct embouchure, theory, note recognition and more!  All students must have their own instrument.  Summer Semester Only.
Guitar (Levels 1-3):  Grades 1-2.  Grades 3-5.  Grades 6-8.  Adult.  1 hour class.  Class instruction is designed to teach the fundamentals of the instrument (electric or acoustic), basic care of the guitar, tuning the strings, posture, technique, theory, good practice habits, listening skills, chords, strumming patterns and more.  Students must have their own instrument and music stand.  Check the LCPFAA schedule for class times and grade levels.  Private lessons are also available.

Mandolin:  All ages.  1 hour FREE class.  Designed to teach the fundamentals of the mandolin; to include tuning, strumming patterns, posture options, technique, tablature, notation, chords and learning tunes.  Students must have their own instrument and music stand.  Private lessons are also available.

MusiKids:  Ages 2 to 3.  1 hour class.  Designed for young children based a variety of philosophies which teach various musical concepts to include simple percussion instruments, basic music theory, rhythm using gross motor skills and some wind instruments.  Designed to encourage growth in social skills, hand-eye coordination and develop an appreciation for music.  This class is the pre-requisite for learning a specific instrument starting in the 1st grade.  
FA Combo (Fine Arts Combo):  Ages 3 to 6.  1 hour class.  Designed for young children to learn various musical concepts to include simple percussion instruments, basic music theory and rhythm; using gross motor skills on piano; as well as encourage fine and gross motor skill development in art while learning crafts, drawing and painting.  Designed to encourage growth in social skills, hand-eye coordination and develop an appreciation for music and art.  Students will rotate on a 30 minute basis between Music and Art instruction.  8 student maximum for this class.
Piano (Levels 1-5):  Kindergarten.  Grades 1-2. Grades 3-5.  Grades 6-8.  Adults.  1 hour class.  Designed to teach the fundamentals of piano up to an intermediate level.  Students will learn music theory, posture, technique, listening skills, note reading and healthy practice habits in a friendly and fun environment.  Learning tools include individual pianos, group theory games and computer music theory skills testing.  Recitals occur once per year.  Students must have a piano at home for practice.  Keyboards are acceptable initially, but weighted keys are preferred.  Check the LCPFAA schedule for class day and times for each grade level.  Private lessons are also available.  Advanced students are encouraged to take private lessons.  All Kindergarten classes require mandatory parent participation in order to register!

Singing:  Grades 1-5.  1 hour class.  Two semesters.  Designed to initiate proper singing technique; theory, listening skills, pitch and rhythm.  No audition is required.  Recital once per year.  Classes are separated by grade level:  1-3 grade and 4-5 grade.

String Ensemble:  1 hour class.   For High School and Adults who sight read well.  Repertoire to be determined at beginning of each semester.  Recital at end of each semester.  This is a 1 hour per week class that currently meets on Tuesday evening at 7:30 pm.  This class is taught by Katie House, M.M.

Violin/Viola:  Age 3 and Up.  Due to the structured teaching method of this instrument, classes are offered through the private lesson schedule only.  Students who wish to learn the violin are taught 4 private lessons and 1 group lesson each month.  Call the LCP Fine Arts Academy for more detailed information regarding available lesson times.  Students wanting to learn the “fiddle” style of this instrument are also welcome!  Students must have their own instrument.

Theater Class Descriptions

Acting I:  Grade 2 and Up.  1 hour class.    Do you want to be an actor? You will learn what every actor should know! Topics covered in class include: Reading a script, Building a "real" character, Voice control, Stage movement. Learn the basics and become comfortable onstage. You can be a star! You will be given fun things to do at home to prepare you for each week’s class. At the end of the session you will get to perform onstage for family and friends.  Students must be able to read.

Acting 2:  Grade 2 and Up.  1 hour class.  This class gives you even more advanced training in the art of acting as you perform a play picked out especially for your class. Learn more about character development and how to polish your skills and shine onstage. The class will be given a play and students will learn to work as a team as they work to perform the play onstage for family and friends at the end of the session. 

Acting 3:  Grade 4 and Up.
This class gives you even more advanced training in the art of acting as well as play-writing and character and plot development. In this fast paced class you will use your creative skills to write a play and develop characters as well as act in it. You will be given fun homework to work on to bring to each class as you write the play as a group. This class also helps to further develop skills to work as a team. At the end of the session you will perform your play for family and friends.  Pre-requisites: Acting I and II or equal experience.

It's My Line! Comedy Improv.  Grades 6 and Up.  1 hour class, plus stage craft.  Join us for improv FUN. Theater games designed to increase Acting Skills, Teamwork, Quick Wit and Spontaneity.  Pre-requisites: Acting I and II or equal experience.
”I’m A Star!”:  Ages 4 to 6.  1 hour class.  In this class you will enjoy becoming a star! Use your imagination to express yourself and become your favorite characters, animals, super heroes and clowns. Have fun and learn how to express yourself creatively while being different characters and acting out different scenes. We provide hats, costumes and props that are used in the class.  Fall Semester.
What’s the Story? Ages 4 to 6.  1 hour class.
Every week a new story comes to life with YOU the star!! Using popular stories from classic and current Children’s Literature, and movies, students will explore stories through dramatization, movement and sensory discovery. You can have fun while acting as characters from your favorite stories! We provide hats, costumes and props that are used in class.  Spring Semester.
Musical Theater:   Students with any level of experience will work on the basics of musical theater technique, learning how to bring a song to life, integrating character development, vocal dynamics and movement. Class will work with various forms of accompaniment. Material includes solos, group numbers, script reading and basics of sight singing. There will be a once a month stage craft class that will allow class members to get on stage experience.  Offered at a later date.
